For a small and intimate ceremony, the 
Eighteenth Century Council Chamber with 
its decorative fireplaces and magnificent 
chandelier is an ideal venue with a room  
capacity of up to 40 guests.  The recently  
refurbished Old Court Room (circa 1881) has 
a slightly larger seating capacity for up to 60 
guests and the Assembly Room with its Ante 
Room (both circa 1783) has a seating  
capacity for up to 180 guests.  

Prospective hirers are welcome to view the 
rooms, by appointment, and discuss 
individual requirements with no obligation.
